This  
season, let us keep our eyes open for 
signs of God. And lets share them with 
one another when we get together for 
worship.

In general, Pastor Steven feels that if he can 
walk, crawl, or tunnel his way to the church 
building and anyone else makes the effort to 
come (by snowshoe, snowmobile, or skates), 
there will be worship. Regardless of whether we 
have acolytes, greeters, or musicians, when there 
are two or three gathered in Jesus’ Name, God is 
in our midst (Matthew 18:20, paraphrased). 
 

On the other hand, if travel is unsafe, we will not require Sunday 
School teachers to risk their lives to teach a class, so it is quite 
possible that in some circumstances Sunday School may be can-
celled while corporate worship is not. In those circumstances, 
those who usually worship at the early service may find a larger 
assembly of the faithful at 10:30 than at 8:00. On the Sunday be-
fore Christmas in 2009, for example, there were about 18 at the 
early service and closer to 100 at 10:30.
