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President Barry Kulakowsky called the 2010 annual meeting to order at 12:45 AM after estab-
lishing a quorum.  The meeting was opened with the reciting of St. Paul’s Mission Statement.  
The minutes from the previous year’s minutes were approved on a Gail Clifford/Paul Kopec 
motion (after a typo was noted on the name “Tom”.) 
 
Pete Dadey, treasurer, reviewed the October 31, 2010 summary as printed in the Annual Report. 
 
Pastor Steven Simpson commented on his written report.  He added that he had attended the 
annual PSEC and that the conference is currently in the search process for a conference  
minister. 
 
President Barry Kulakowsky brought attention to his written report and encouraged members to 
take active roles in the church. 
 
Marianne Reinert revealed that ideas have been brainstormed about making changes to the  
annual congregational meeting. 
 
President Kulakowsky publically thanked Al Kutz for hanging the anniversary quilt in  
Fellowship Hall. 
 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
Vice-President Jerry Fizz presented the nominations for the Consistory in 2011. No other  
nominations were made so they were closed on a Ken Biles/Harriet Boyer motion. The 2011 
roster was then accepted on a Kathleen Eshbach/Marianne Reinert motion.  The 2011  
Consistory slate includes the following: 
Barry Kulakowsky (President); Marianne Reinert (Vice-president); Diane Kopec (Budget and 
Finance); Anita Zuber (Christian Education); Shelby Laney (Church and Ministry); Mahlon 
Boyer, Heidi Fisher, Chad Everett, and Judy Reitz (Deacons); Marianne Reinert, Norma Jean 
Rogers, Pete Kunsch, and Kathy Weller (Elders/Spiritual Council); Keith Berry (Facilities); 
Barbara Kulakowsky, Sharon Fizz (Evangelism); Connie Walter (Fellowship); Karen Spotts 
and Donna Pennypacker (Stewardship); Bette Mooney and Judi Flickinger (Worship); Priscilla 
Knerr (Youth Ministry); Norma Jean Rogers (Guldin Trust); Albert Kutz (St. Paul’s Home  
Association); David Hickey (Endowment Fund). 
 
President Barry Kulakowsky offered recognition to Jerry Fizz, Kelly Yanos, and Tom Reitz 
who are members going off the Consistory. 
 
Adoption of the Budget:  President Barry Kulakowsky pointed out that the proposed budget has 
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a deficit of $19,691 and is the first budget designed in this way. He went on to say that posi-
tions were eliminated (Office Facility Manager and Nursery Supervisors) and every committee 
made sacrifices that all resulted in a bare bones budget.  Kelly Yanos moved that the proposed 
budget be accepted and Harriet Boyer seconded it.  Discussion followed. 
 
Questions were asked. These included asking if there was a minimum amount for the morato-
rium.  There is not. Someone asked if the OCWM donations were being made by the church.  
The funds are from the green communion envelopes and are on an in-and-out basis with direct 
donations also being accepted.  A clarification was made that quarterly statements are issued. 
Another concern was raised about the budgeted item of the Disaster Relief Trip. The money 
will be used for youth mission trips. 
 
Other questions were about the automated giving expenses, the turkey supper funds that will go 
into the general fund, the SPLASH program and the renting of the FLMC.  In response to the 
FLMC it was stated that the new committee is looking into all aspects of the issue of allowing 
alcohol.  The report for this committee is due at the end of January and will then be presented to 
the congregation. Further advertising of the availability of the facility is also planned. One 
member pointed out that renting the FLMC will help pay for the upkeep. 
 
Ann McLain commended all the committee chairpersons for all the hard work that was done to 
prepare this budget. 
 
Another important point made was that we need to reach out to members who are not active and 
try to get them involved actively and financially.  A suggestion of a phone calling campaign 
was made and may start in January. 
 
A call for the question was made and the motion of accepting the proposed budget was voted 
upon.   The motion carried with a few opposing votes. 
 
Gail Clifford announced that funds were being accepted to refurbish the Christmas decorations. 
 
Training for the use of the defibrillators is being offered by Dr. Harrison and members were  
encouraged to sign up if interested. Priscilla Knerr suggested that a list of First Aid certified 
members be posted in the church. 
 
Al Kutz gave his opinion that he feels the church is better off today than it has been for a long 
time.  He gave thanks for all the good and talented people involved and in all the good  
programs that are available at St. Paul’s.  He predicts a bright future. 
 
Curt Clifford thanked President Barry Kulakowsky for his leadership in 2010.  President  
Kulakosky thanked everyone for attending and adjourned the meeting at 1:25 PM on a Paul  
Kopec/Ken Biles motion.

Dear Members of St. Paul’s, 
 
As the end of my second and last term as consistory president draws to a close, I would like to 
reflect about the past two years here at St. Paul’s.  We started 2010 with a budget surplus, due 
largely to the fact that we had, only in August, called our new full-time minister. 
  
Things were looking very good for us.  However, as the year went on, our expenses consistently 
seemed to outpace our receipts, and by September of 2010, we had a deficit of over $30,000.  
Something had to be done.  The Consistory implemented a “belt-tightening” policy that stated 
only the mortgage, utilities, and salaries were to be automatically paid.  All other expenditures 
have to be brought before the Consistory for approval.  At first things did not look too good, but 
with our new austerity plan in place, we slowly but steadily improved our financial situation.  
By the end of 2010, we ended the year with a very small surplus.  The implementation of  
Automatic Giving was introduced and is slowly growing in the number of participants. Many 
thanks to Diane Kopec and the Budget & Finance Committee as well as our treasurer, Pete 
Dadey, for their hard work! 
 
Our Stewardship committee, chaired by Karen Spotts and Donna Pennypacker, led a successful 
campaign this year entitled, “Where is your Treasure?”  You responded by increasing your  
giving in 2010.  The year 2011 brought us new challenges, but with resolve, we have continued 
to be very frugal with our spending.  We hope that this year will end in the black as well. 
 
Not only did your financial support increase, so did your giving to our church’s mission  
programs.  Our Soles for Souls, Soda tabs, Cancelled Stamps, Cell Phones, Kid’s Closet, Wish 
Tree, and Disaster Buckets all have benefited from your generosity.  Thanks to Linda  
Levengood, Sharon Hussar, and Katie Loomis. 
 
Pastor Steven and his family have become actively involved in the life of St. Paul’s.  They have 
shared their many God-given talents with the congregation as they have become better  
acquainted with our members.  The Spirit of God can be observed at work within our  
congregation. 
 
At this time I would like to thank all the people of the congregation who work tirelessly for the 
benefit of St. Paul’s.  Without your time and devotion, I know that we could not have  
accomplished what we did.  There are many groups and individuals in our congregation who 
share their spiritual gifts that should be acknowledged.  I haven chosen a few that I feel need to 
be highlighted.  Hopefully, those whom I did not mention realize that their contributions were 
as important and no slight was intended. 
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First, I would like to thank Charlie Miller and Janet Knauer for all their dedicated years of    
service to the Christian Education program at St. Paul’s.  Secondly, thanks to Harriet Boyer and 
Anne McLain for all their hard work that goes into organizing and running our semi-annual  
turkey suppers.  Shannon Simpson, Helen Carey, and all the other “regulars” at the St. Paul’s 
Food Pantry deserve special recognition for all their hard work in organizing and distributing 
the food to the needy.  Hats off to the Ladies’ Aid and The Men’s Brotherhood for all they do 
for the church, both inside and outside.    
 
Congratulations to Marlene Dadey and her volunteers for all the effort they put into our 
SPLASH program, which has been a great financial benefit to our church.  Thank you to     
Connie Walter and her helpers for organizing the fellowship time here on Sunday mornings.  
Kudos to the Signage Committee, headed by Anne McLain, for all their time and effort that 
went into securing much needed signage for our church. 
 
The Facilities Committee, headed by Keith Berry, deserves much credit for all their time and 
effort spent in trying to keep our building looking and running as good as new.  Special thanks 
to John Johnson and Ken Biles for all their help, long hours, and dedication spent here at St. 
Paul’s which many times has gone unnoticed.  The work that these two men and many others 
have done for our church has enabled St. Paul’s to save literally thousands of dollars. 
 
Being President has been a humbling experience, because I get the credit or blame and rightly 
so.  It comes with the job.  But, I know that the people of St. Paul’s are dedicated, hard work-
ing, and tireless when it comes to doing what needs to be done here.  There is still very much to 
be accomplished to our building.  The work on the steeple is scheduled to begin next year, and 
other maintenance projects will need to be undertaken involving the upkeep of our facilities.  
The job of taking care of our almost century-old building will be on-going so that it lasts us for 
another one hundred years. 
 
I hope you continue to offer your support to my successor, Marianne Reinert, so that St. Paul’s 
continues to grow and prosper, even with many hard financial decisions to be made, in the years 
to come. 
 
Thank you for allowing me to serve as your president.  It has been an honor.

Consistory President 
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Go and make disciples… 
-Jesus, (Matthew 28:18) 

 
Every month I share a written pastor’s report with members of Consistory. It catalogs how 
many meetings I’ve attended, sermons I’ve preached, classes I’ve taught, letters I’ve written, 
and people I’ve visited. But the numbers and the statistics only scratch the surface of what I’m 
supposed to be doing. In fact, it is quite possible for a pastor to rack up an impressive number  
of statistics without really being faithful or effective as a shepherd and teacher of the flock. 
 
The Church’s ultimate calling is to fulfill the Great Commission of making disciples; making 
followers of Jesus. Sometimes that means sharing the Gospel Message in a way that invites  
others to faith in Jesus Christ. Sometimes that means growing and nurturing disciples “from  
the ground up.” And sometimes that means stretching, growing, and deepening the disciples  
we already have. The context for each church is a little different, but the call is still there:  
make disciples. 
 
My calling as a pastor (shepherd) is to help the church faithfully carry out its mission. So in this 
report, rather than share numbers and statistics about pastoral acts of ministry, I’d like to talk 
about our effectiveness in working together in carrying out the Great Commission. How well 
have we made disciples and where can we improve? 
 
�  Growing and Nurturing Disciples “from the Ground Up” 
 
�  Faith Formation. We at St. Paul’s do a good job of nurturing disciples from the ground up, 
from cradle to grave. From the time a child is baptized she is nurtured by a loving congregation 
that promises its “love, support, and care.” That promise is lived out as members share roles of 
teaching and nurturing the faith of that child in the nursery, in the classroom, in VBS, in  
confirmation, and in youth group. This broad ministry of the church is sometimes called, 
“Christian Education,” but because it goes beyond intellectual training to encompass spiritual 
growth, we also call it “Faith Formation.” I give thanks to God for Marlene Dadey and all those 
who volunteer in our Sunday School, Confirmation, Youth Group, VBS, and SPLASH  
programs for their ministries of faith formation at St. Paul’s. 
 
�  New Members Classes. We had seventeen new members join last November and eight  
last month. Each student participated in a four-week study (co-administrated by Barbara  
Kulakowsky, Sharon Fizz, and myself) that covers church history, denominational history, 
Christian beliefs, worship practices, sharing faith journeys, and stewardship. Class members 
also have an opportunity to drop in on an adult Sunday School class and to meet many of our 
church leaders. The main focus of the class, however, is on identifying spiritual gifts for ser-
vice. I am thrilled that a large percentage of the new members become very active members, 
using the gifts God gave them to build up the church. New members bring new life, new en-
ergy, and fresh perspectives to our congregation and we embrace them as the gifts of God that 
they are. Their enthusiasm to grow in the “rich soil” of St. Paul’s is contagious. They “provoke” 
us to further development in our own walk with the Lord.

�  Stretching, Growing, and Deepening the Disciples we Already Have 
 
�  Worship. The life-blood of the congregation is in worship. With the call to worship we bring 
the experience of our every day lives before God. Conversely, with the benediction we bring 
our experience of God back into our every day lives. Some people talk about this process in 
terms of “recharging their batteries.” It’s a holy habit we practice doing week after week. My 
role as pastor is to preach God’s word to God’s people so that the congregation can hear afresh 
what the Spirit is saying to the church. I and other worship leaders also share the task of helping 
others worship. I’m grateful to Martha Sitler, our Minister of   Music, Katie Kunsch, our sex-
ton, and all the volunteer greeters, ushers, readers, musicians,   altar guild members, and wor-
ship committee members, who assist and cue the rest of us in our extraordinary task of worship-
ing the Lord Most High. I also give thanks to God for speaking to us through lay preachers in 
the congregation, including Naomi Dublanica, Susan Kuhn, Marlene Dadey, Kerry Kuhn, and 
Barry Kulakowsky. This past year we gathered over one  hundred times to worship our Creator 
on Sunday mornings, for special holidays (such as Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, Thanksgiv-
ing, and Christmas Eve), and for weddings and funerals. In corporate (and individual) worship, 
we deepen as disciples of Christ. Since the original word for “spirit” was also the word for “air” 
we might say the worship is the aerobics regimen for growing healthy disciples. 
 
�  Missions. Just as discipleship is taught in classes and deepened in worship, it is expressed     
in service. Mission is about seeing what God is doing, rolling up our sleeves, and adding our 
efforts, experience, and resources to the mix. Check out the Missions report on pages 23-25 and 
you will see a record of people being the hands and feet of Christ, helping others in big ways 
and small, locally and globally. Particularly through St. Paul’s Food Pantry, Grow and Share, 
CROP Walk, Soles 4 Souls, the Wish Tree, Kid’s Closet, Opportunity House, and Church 
World Service’s bucket campaign, dozens and dozens of volunteers from St. Paul’s have      
personally been involved in mission. Add to that one hundred-plus volunteers helping with the 
Turkey Suppers, White Elephant Sales, Peach Festival, and Chicken and Waffle Dinner and a 
very healthy percentage of St. Paul’s members are putting their discipleship into action. If   
worship is discipleship aerobics, the “heavy lifting” of mission is strength training for disciples. 
And stewardship? As we “stretch” the way we share our time, talents, and treasures, surely that 
is the flexibility training we need to loosen us up so we can go even deeper in our discipleship. 
 
�  Sharing the Gospel Message in a Way that Invites Others Come to Faith in Jesus Christ 
 
�  Evangelism. We have a new sign on Old Swede Road and a new digital sign on Weavertown 
Road visible from Old Airport Road. We’re investing in repairing and preserving our steeple 
which stands as a beacon to many from half a mile away from several directions. The Evangel-
ism Committee works through special events such as the Community Days Festival in Septem-
ber to connect with the community. Each of these point to God and let people know what’s go-
ing on here at St. Paul’s. But they are only part of the picture. As Christ’s disciples we need to 
share the Gospel with a world that desperately needs to hear it. In 2012 may we strengthen our 
witness to the world and make new disciples!

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2011 again presented a challenging year.  Although in 2010, we were able to close the year with 
a slight profit, we are still facing cash flow issues from previous years’ deficits.  Since the  
mission of the Budget and  Finance Committee is to advise Consistory on financial matters, 
policies and procedures, the committee recommended the continuation of the moratorium on all 
spending (outside of mortgage, salary and utility expenses) that was imposed in the last quarter 
of 2010.  All other expenditures must be passed by Consistory.   Through the controlling of our 
expenditures, the committee is projecting a break even status for 2011.   
 
In December 2011, the church will initiate a 25 month Capital Campaign for necessary steeple 
repairs.  As the campaign letter stated, our steeple is a beacon of God’s work, promise, and love 
to our community.  Your giving towards this much needed project should be in addition to your 
weekly support of our normal operating expenses.   
 
Participation in the church’s Automated Giving program is increasing.  We are all familiar with 
paying our mortgage, utilities, and other bills through an automated method where your  
payment is automatically debited your checking or savings account each month.  Why not add 
your offering to St. Paul’s to that list?  The benefits of Automated Giving are many - both for 
you and our church. If you are interested in participating in this program, contact any member 
of the Budget and Finance Committee or Lisa Ricci, our financial secretary. 
 
Lastly, a sincere thank you to the Budget and Finance Committee – Harriet Boyer, Tom Casner, 
Peter Dadey, Bob Jones, Charlie Saylor, Linda Sheerin, Marlin Spotts, Jr., and Kelly Yanos – 
for their ongoing work in guiding our church’s finances.

Budget and Finance Committee Chair 
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As I begin to write this report I reflect on the many goals that have been achieved this year. It is 
truly difficult to remember everything. It would be impossible to list them all in this report.  
 
In my report last year I mentioned a specific goal for this year: the possibility of writing our 
own Sunday School curriculum. I am happy to report this goal was achieved. A committee was 
established which helped get this concept off the ground. During the summer months, while I 
was recuperating from knee surgery, I worked diligently at writing 19 units for preschool 
through fourth grade. I will continue writing more units throughout the year.  
 
Another achieved goal for the year was the expansion of the SPLASH program. This year there 
are 7 students that attend every day and another 4 that attend a day or two a week. This  
generates almost $500 per week for St. Paul’s. Next year we will hopefully increase our  
numbers again. It is wonderful to see how much the children enjoy this program.  
 
My duties include preparation for weekly Sunday school classes. There are contacts with  
teachers and parents throughout the week. I work with Pastor Steven and the confirmation  
leaders concerning our confirmation program.  
 
Throughout the year there are many special activities that need coordination. They include 
Rally Day, a Christmas pageant, Lenten study for children and summer Sunday school as well 
as many others. Each year I try to add something new to our program.  
 
Of course our annual Vacation Bible School program takes much planning. This process begins 
in January and continues through June.  
 
In the past year I have put “wishes” on our Wish Tree for items that are used around the church. 
Members of our congregation as well as outside groups that meet here have graciously returned 
the requested items. Thank you to everyone that has supported this cause.  
 
I continue to work closely with the Youth Ministries Committee helping to coordinate and  
oversee their many events and activities throughout the year. It is a joy to see such vibrant  
activity of these young people.  
 
As I encounter people who are actively involved in other churches I am constantly reminded of 
how lucky we are at St. Paul’s to have such an active Christian Education program. Most 
churches are struggling in this area. We are blessed with a large number of children as well as 
adults that come on Sunday mornings to learn more about the Bible and God. Our Sunday 
School program draws new people to St. Paul’s. We are truly blessed. 
 
I give thanks for another year as your Director of Christian Education and for the support of so 
many people.

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Our church is blessed with wonderful people of all ages that want to come together to learn 
more about the Bible. Each week there are approximately 150 people that gather on Sunday 
mornings. We are also blessed with wonderful leaders for our classes.  
 
This year marked the retirement of a veteran Sunday School teacher, Charlie Miller. Charlie 
celebrated more than 60 years of teaching. Before beginning St. Paul’s first adult Sunday 
School class, Charlie taught at the Stonersville Union Sunday School. We give thanks for  
Charlie’s devotion to Christian Education.  
 
We have changed our Sunday School music program. Under the leadership of Heidi Fisher, our 
children in preschool through fourth grade meet in the Social Room to praise God through song 
every Sunday morning. Parents are commenting that their children come home singing the old 
familiar Sunday school tunes that we all know and love to hear. Hopefully we will hear them 
singing in worship soon. 
 
This year our preschool class through fourth grade teach lessons from curriculum that was  
developed here at our church. This allows us to focus on the stories from the Bible that we  
consider most important. It also allows our teachers to take as much time as is needed to  
teach a lesson.  
 
Our fifth, sixth and seventh grade combination class are using the Hands On Bible Curriculum. 
This gives them an opportunity to use the Bible weekly and develop hands on learning to  
prepare them for confirmation. 
 
Our confirmation program continues to use the Life Application Study Bible as their textbook. 
This year we also introduced The Unofficial Handbook of the United Church of Christ as a  
supplement to the program.  Our focus this year is on basic Christian beliefs.  
 
Our senior high group meets weekly in the youth center to discuss current events and topics of 
particular interest to this age group.   
 
Our four diverse adult classes meet weekly. Each class has a different approach to Christian 
education. We invite you to visit each class and choose the one that best fits your individual 
needs.  
 
Our summer Vacation Bible School program was again well attended. It is amazing the  
enthusiasm of everyone during this fun-filled week. There are so many people at the church 
during this week, but visitors come in to the building amazed at how quiet and organized  
everyone is.  
 
This was the second year of our summer Sunday School program. Children through fifth grade 
met to hear a different Bible story each week brought to them through a video series. Following 
the video were crafts and activities related to the Bible story. Volunteers did not need to prepare 
anything in advance.  
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Each December our teachers decorate their classroom doors. I encourage everyone to take time 
in December to walk through the halls of the Sunday school wing, upstairs and downstairs, as 
well as the lower level of the FLMC to observe the doors.  
 
This year each of our classes will have the opportunity to decorate one of the bulletin boards on 
the lower level of the FLMC. Take time to see what each class has to offer each month.  
 
We are off to a great start for our 2011-2012 Sunday School season and hope you will become a 
part of it, if you are not already.  
 
We are always looking for new members to our Christian Education committee as well as new 
Sunday School leaders.  We give thanks for our current committee members: Tracy Berry, Lisa

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The Endowment Committee met in August 2011 to review the status of our investments with 
the United Church Foundation.  The performance of the funds was deemed to be satisfactory 
and no changes were recommended.  The report was presented to Consistory for approval. 
 
Each year the Committee identifies the interest earned for the year (July 1 to June 30) and  
divides that amount in half with half of the interest available to Missions and half of the interest 
available to Facilities.  This information is made available to Consistory for approval.  (Interest 
was $2771.75 this year and both Missions and Facilities opted to leave the interest in the Fund 
rather than each taking half). 
 
The Steeple Committee has also asked to loan up to $70,000 from the fund to pay for the repairs 
to the roof/steeple since this must be paid when completed in spring and all the campaign funds 
won’t be available at that time.  A two-year campaign will take place to pay for the repairs.  The 
money will be put back into the Endowment Fund when the campaign is finished.  This loan 
will be voted on in November and requires approval by ¾ of a quorum present at the annual 
meeting. 
 
Endowment policy provides for five members, each serving for five years.  2011 Committee 
members are as follows:

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Our year began with three new leaders who have not previously served on the Missions      
Committee, but were successful in coming up with fresh ideas and projects that included the 
participation of our enthusiastic youth and the generosity of the congregation at St. Paul’s UCC. 
 
Contributions again were given to Lancaster Theological Seminary, Volunteer Home Care,  
our local fire companies and ambulances service, Bethany Children’s Home, Reading Confer-
ence of Churches, Opportunity House and the Council for American Indian Ministry (CAIM).  
The principal of Rawdat El Zuhur (school) in Jerusalem contracts us regularly with updates on 
the progress made by our sponsored Palestinian child. 
 
Collections continued at our newly designed missions table in the library for these ongoing 
items: 

· Aluminum tabs for the Ronald McDonald House. 
· Cancelled postage stamps are saved for the Order of the Eastern Star for its project 

this year, Service dogs for veterans. 
· Used cell phones provide our service personnel with phone cards.  Berks Women in  

Crisis are also recipients of the cell phones. 
· Sample size toiletries are collected and taken to Opportunity House for the use of 

their occupants. 
· Over 1400 pairs of gently used shoes have been collected for Soles 4 Souls provid-

ing footwear to people of developing countries and areas of natural disasters. 
· Warm coats of all sizes are collected for the Salvation Army sponsoring the Coats 

for Kids Campaign during the fall months. 
 

Our food pantry is serving an average of 68.5 households on the third Tuesday of each month.  
Three pick-up truck loads of donated food were received from the Birdsboro Post Office along 
with “Thanksgiving meal” foods collected from our congregation for the Missions 1 national 
UCC. campaign in Nov.  Also the “Souper Bowl” contributions received from our congregation 
and St. Paul’s Lutheran Church were added to the food pantry budget.  Our Ladies Aid helped 
to fund the pantry and St. Gabriel’s Episcopal Church soup ministry continues to supply our 
pantry with homemade soup each month. 
 
A new project this year was harvesting sweet corn for the Grow and Share project supplying 
the Berks Food Bank.  Members of the congregation, our youth and missions committee helped 
Kerry Kuhn pick, count, and bag 2100 ears of sweet corn that he so generously donated. 
 
The flash mob dance to promote Soles 4 Souls at the Rally Day picnic and at Community Days 
was a great success and well received with lots of enthusiasm among our young people who 
loved participating.  This created awareness to our shoe collection and we received a huge spurt 
in shoe donations. 
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The winter season offered more opportunities to share with others.  The Wish Tree provided 
hundreds of gifts for the children and grandchildren of our food pantry recipients and this year, 
with the cooperation of the area schools we are able to include other needy children.  The Wish 
Tree is then decorated with hats, scarves, gloves and mittens for those people staying at  
Opportunity House.  During the Christmas season, church members purchased shares in the 
Heifer International project which helps people become self-reliant with food and income  
producing farm animals. 
 
Contributions were collected for the Southeastern Berks Ministerium CROP Walk.  Our church 
had 16 walkers and collected $1,290. 
 
Once a month a dinner meal is prepared and served for Opportunity House by various Sunday 
school classes and church organizations.  During the Easter season church members purchased 
shares in Habitat for Humanity to help build homes in Berks County. 
 
St. Paul’s UCC is a “5 for 5 church” which means we give our support to 5 annual mission   
offerings sponsored by the national church: 
 

· OCWM – Our Church’s Wider Mission 
· Neighbors in Need 
· Strengthen the Church 
· OGHS-One Great Hour of Sharing 
· The Christmas Fund 

 
The Kids Closet is held each spring and fall to supply gently used clothing to our food pantry 
participants and other needy families in our school district.  Twelve families (20-25 children) 
received clothing in spring and 18 families (56 children) received winter clothing this fall, 
thanks to the cooperation of Mom’s Club and donations from our congregation.  This worth-
while project costs our church nothing and is so beneficial. 
 
Due to the recent flooding, we supported Church World Service with our bucket campaign.  
Twenty (5 gal.) donated buckets were urgently filled with various clean-up supplies and quickly 
sent out to flood victims in the Pine Grove area.  Another 20 buckets were filled with the help 
of our congregation and Sunday school classes. 
 
Other organizations and charities that received our gifts: 
· Lifewater International – an organization focusing on safe water for everyone. 
· InterVarsity Christian Fellowship – an evangelical campus ministry serving students and  
      faculty on college and university campuses nationwide. 
· Wycliffe Bible Translators – this group believes that every man, woman and child deserves 
       to be able to read God’s Word in their own language. 
· Ken Needham’s ministry – Ken visited our church in September with his inspiring message. 
· Ned Farnsworth – Ned is a missionary in Equator. 
· Susan Kuhn and Kelly Bradley – Two local young ladies who were counselors at  special- 
       needs bible camps.

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The past year has seen some exciting changes for the troop.  We currently number 37 scouts 
and numerous leaders and adult volunteers.  Although this is a similar number as last year, it 
speaks well for the troop in that we had many scouts who have graduated and moved onto the 
next chapter of their lives and we have welcomed many younger scouts to the troop.

Jason Swanson dug and installed crushed stone pathways at the smokehouse at Daniel 
Boone Homestead and Ethan Kingsley cleaned up and restored a very overgrown private grave-
yard in Stonersville.  We are very proud of our scouts and appreciate the community improve-
ments! 

 
Our service projects have included our ongoing flag retirement ceremonies and assisting in flag 
placemat on veteran’s graves in our cemeteries on Memorial Day.  We have served at both the 
fall and spring turkey suppers and assisted the church in spring cleanup, became caretakers of a 
flower bed and other projects.  We have helped with Toys for Tots and hosted an outdoor day 
for our Cub Scouts and served at their Blue & Gold ceremony. 
 
As many other community groups today, we continue to struggle to support our group  
financially and still provide a quality program.  More scouts mean more equipment needs and 
although we take care of equipment, much of it is more than 25 years old and needs replacing.  
Our two biggest fundraisers are a spaghetti dinner in the fall and our antique/classic car show 
and carnival in the spring.  Our car show has grown so much that this past year we had to move 
from the church parking lot to the Middle School in order to provide enough room.  We  
appreciate your support!  Our spaghetti dinner this year is Nov 12th and the car show April 28th, 
2012.  Information and entry forms, table rental forms and advertising info is on our website.   
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We have also sold popcorn, pizzas, Wawa hoagies and held bake sales.  Our troop runs solely 
on the money that we earn and donations.  Most fundraisers are split with a portion to the troop 
and a portion to the individual scout to use for trips and scouting needs.  If you see us in the 
community, please support us!  
 
The upcoming year promises to continue to be exciting and activity filled.  As we speak, 14 
scouts and 3 adults are preparing to attend the Boy Scout National Jamboree in West Virginia in 
July 2013.  It has been many years since we have had more than one or two scouts and leaders 
attend.  This promises to be an exciting 10 days for these boys and we are very excited for 
them.  We continue to work towards strengthening young men through our program and  
appreciate the support from the church and community.  This spring we will celebrate 70 years 
in Amity Township and 56 sponsored by St Paul’s UCC.

1. Worship & Spiritual Life               35% of budget  
Every Sunday the people of St. Paul’s 
are gathered in worship and then sent 
back into the world to share the  
Gospel message. Worship is the life-
blood of the congregation and our 
connection with our Creator. This part 
of the budget includes salaries for our 
minister of music, our sexton, a por-
tion of our support staff, and 50% of 
the salary and benefits for our pastor.  

Worship supplies, sheet music, and piano tunings are all 
contained in this largest segment of our budget. Every 
aspect of worship and pastoral care is included here. 
 

2. Faith Formation   16% of budget  
St. Paul’s is a leader in Christian Education in this com-
munity. Many young families are drawn to St. Paul’s 
because of its ministry of faith formation through its 
vibrant Sunday School, Youth Group, Confirmation 
program, and VBS ministries.  
Many adults are drawn to the four  
excellent adult Sunday School classes 
and to special classes such as Financial 
Peace University and Lenten and  
Advent studies. St. Paul’s ministry of 
faith formation is a treasure thanks to 
your giving. Over 80 volunteers share 
in their time to provide leadership in these ministries, 
their efforts are coordinated by our Director of Christian 
Education. She and our pastor work together to help us 
faithfully carry out our ministry of making disciples—
followers of Jesus.  

3. Serving Our Community  20% of budget  
St. Paul’s seeks to actively engage in the 
community serving as salt and light  
(Matt. 5:13-16). Our new sign is a valuable 
tool for letting our community know what is 
going on inside our doors. We have a strong 
presence at community events such as  
Community Days and actively give to the  
community through the Food Pantry, Kid’s 

Closet, and Wish Tree ministries. 
 

4. Hospitality    24% of budget  
St. Paul’s offers the ministry of hospitality to many 
groups. In any given week hundreds of 
people come through our doors to find a 
safe, clean, inviting place to gather, meet, 
share, and learn. Groups using our facili-
ties include Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, 4-H, 
children’s theatre, Weight Watchers, Mom’s Club, chess 
club, and Mary Kay. People come for recitals, plays, 
dinners, conference meetings, blood drives, funeral 
luncheons, family reunions, basketball, volleyball, 
 job training, and more. A portion of our budget covers 
maintenance and upkeep of our beautiful facilities,  
including salaries for our excellent custodial staff.  
 

5. Missions    5% of budget  
Your giving supports local missions (including our 
Food Pantry), global missions, and mission through our 
denomination (the United Church of Christ) as we give 
to OCWM (Our Church’s Wider Mission). God calls 
faithful churches to look beyond themselves and to be 
His hands and feet 
bringing help and   
comfort to those in need.
